Anderson Township Adopt-A-Roadway

Litter on roadways in Anderson Township is a continuing issue. This program is modeled after the “Adopt a
Highway” programs that have been successful in keeping some State maintained roadways and other areas
litter-free by periodically pick up litter on the adopted road.

The Township will provide gloves and bags used for the pickups. The bags will be left at the side of the road
and picked up by the Township’s Public Works Department. It is hoped that the clean ups will happen
multiple times a year. Itis up to the individual or group when they wish to participate. Anderson Township
can provide instructions, clean up materials and ask that the liability forms are returned to the Township.

Organizations and the roads they have adopted will be listed on the Township website and periodically in
Township publications. In addition, Anderson Township provides designated signage on adopted roads,
identifying the individual or group that is maintaining each road.
